Dear Parents and Guardians,

This year I will be the Physical Education (PE) Co-ordinator, so I just wanted to take this chance to share with you some of the exciting PE events coming up, as well as a reminder of the PE expectations we have in school. 
Children take timetabled PE slots throughout the academic year, some of these sessions will be indoors and some will be outdoors. Children need to be equipped with the correct PE kit to ensure they can optimise each lesson. Children should bring their PE kit into school on a Monday and take it home on a Friday, this way no-one will miss out on any sessions, if for any reason their class timetable has to change during the week. School PE kit consists of black/navy blue shorts and/or tracksuit bottoms, a white t-shirt, black/navy blue sweatshirts, preferably not hoodies due to health and safety reasons and ideally trainers rather than plimsolls as they are suitable for indoor and outdoor lessons.
